How Much Do Custom Window Treatments Cost?
Generally, custom designed treatments will start at around $1,000 per window. The price will vary greatly depending on the size of the window, treatment style, number of treatments per window, fabric, the use or non use of interlining, trim and hardware selections. 
Drapery panels start at roughly $160 per panel or width including fabric and lining. That’s a $40 savings per panel over the other leading window treatment/furniture retailers. Have a budget in mind and we will work with you to stay within that budget.
Custom treatments are considered an investment and will add value to your home. With proper care and cleaning they will serve you well for many years to come.
How Long Will It Take to Receive My Treatments?
Depending on the schedule already in house, it can take up to 6 to 8 weeks. 
Hard treatments such as blinds or shades take about 2 weeks as long as they are not on backorder from the supplier. Upholstered Furniture from the Charles Stewart Company will take 8 weeks with the exception of their 5 Day Collection.
What Forms of Payment Do You Accept?
We accept Master Card, Visa, Discover, Checks and Cash. A down payment of 60% is required to proceed and put you on the schedule. Balance is due upon installation. Charles Stewart custom furniture requires payment in full. 
There are no refunds/returns on custom fabrication.
Care and Cleaning:
All fabric window treatments are dry clean only. However, with routine vacuuming, this will only need to be done approximately once a year. The exception to this are sheers. They can be machine washed on the gentle cycle and hung back up on the rod to air dry.
